FMCA dues will increase by $5 per year effective April 1. You can extend your membership anytime (for up to five years), and if you do so before this date you can save enough to cover a happy hour or two (
FMCA is in the process of soliciting and evaluating proposals from several firms on MEDEX type insurances – it will be interesting to learn the results of this effort. MEDEX is a major cost item for FMCA.

The overall FMCA situation shows some improvement with membership revenue over budget, reduced rate of members loss, web advertising revenue over budget, convention expenses under 
budget.  However overall losses continue and will take time and improvement in the economy to reverse. Increased FMCA membership is a huge part of the answer. We all need to work hard to actively recruit new members and retain present members. Among several initiatives, FMCA is challenging each chapter to bring in at least 12 new families, and offers some perks under “A Dozen Does it”challenge.  Our chapter President Frank is leading a concerted effort on chapter membership that I’m sure he will be addressing in some detail.

FMCA has appointed a Review Council to consider the demographics of Areas, and recommend manners in which Areas could better serve chapter and member interests. Our Northeast Area VP Paul DuBois earlier shared some ideas he has on this subject. It will be interesting to see what emerges in time.

2010 Spring Rally Committee
 Helpful Winter Hints For Your Car
Here are some helpful hints that could make your winters easier to deal with.  They really work!!
Keep your headlights clear with car wax.

Prevent car doors from freezing shut with cooking spray!
Spritz cooking oil on the rubber seals around car doors and rub it in with a paper towel. The cooking spray prevents water from melting into the rubber. 

Fog-proof your windshield with shaving cream!
Spray some shaving cream on the inside of your windshield and wipe if off with paper towels. Shaving cream has many of the same ingredients found in commercial defoggers. 

De-ice your lock in seconds with hand sanitizer!
Just put some hand sanitizer gel on the key and lock and the problems solved!
