As of July 31, FMCA membership stood at 126,104 families, and the last number assigned was F365739. Membership for 2005 is down by 836 families, but this is considered good for a period following a dues increase, compared to similar organizations. However, they are initiating several measures to increase memberships in addition to those already in place. One such is to make available a free six-month trial 

subscription to Family Motor Coaching magazine to eligible individuals referred by FMCA members. The magazine will contain some tear-out postcards for this purpose, so you might keep this in mind when talking to prospective members.


If you are online with a computer and have not yet logged onto the FMCA Website, you can obtain a free “FMCA Pride in Canada” decal by responding to as ‘pop-up’. This is about 3” by 5” with the goose egg superimposed on the Canada flag. I am putting ours on the back of our coach.


You may have noted the article in a recent FMCA magazine issue announcing a new program relating to Long Term Care Insurance. MOTORHOMES IN MALLS

I am sure you will recall that about two months ago there was an article in the Moncton paper about parking of RV's in mall yards. This was happening in the Newcastle area. Some of the private campground owners wanted new by-laws put into effect to put a halt to overnight parking.
I wrote a letter to the editor suggesting that they give some serious thought to passing these by-laws, and thank goodness that is what they did.  Some of the reasons they gave for turning down the request was in the letter that I sent to the Moncton paper.

READ ON::
 To the dismay of local campground owners, the City of Miramichi has decided to leave the decision of keeping motor homes and trailers out of commercial parking lots to someone else.
At a recent council meeting, the group unanimously recommended the issue be left for the provincial government to handle.
“I think it would be a bigger loss to our community if we start sticking our noses in this,” said Coun. Reg Falconer.
City clerk, Jim Lamkey told council if the city did so do something about this issue, it would be the first in the province.  “There's nobody in New Brunswick that has any bylaws dealing with motor homes parking in parking lots,” Lamkey said.
Edward Innis, owner of Sunrise campground in Lower Newcastle, said he figures not a whole lot would be done after he met with council and Florence McGraw owner of the Enclosure campground
“Nobody wants to take a stand,”  Innis said.
Coun. Peter Manderson, who owns Familyland Campground in Loggieville, said he is also upset over the issue, though he says he doesn't blame his council.
“This is not an easy issue for them, and I understand that,”  Manderson said.
Manderson agreed with his council that this was more of a provincial issue that municipal.
However, when asked why the city council couldn't be the first to introduce a bylaw prohibiting campers from using mall parking lots.  Manderson said people are worried it would mean a loss of revenue to the city because the campers would drive on through to the next spot where mall parking is available. 
“I don't think we should be strong arming the tourists to go to a private campground,” said Coun. Wendy Chadwick
So I guess it paid to write the letter.

Important information that we all should know!
  Earlier this year, I wrote about a plan by the US Department of State called the "Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative," which is designed to enhance border security. It will require people traveling between the United States and the Caribbean, Bermuda, Panama, Mexico and Canada to have a passport to enter or re-enter the United States. Citizens of the United States, Canada, Mexico and Bermuda will be affected. 
Under the original plan, the new passport requirements would have been phased in beginning on December 31, 2005. But after the timeline was announced, several groups lobbied to have the timeline or the requirements changed. Upon further review, the Department of State and the Department of Homeland Security have acknowledged that implementing the plan as originally proposed would be problematic for travelers during the upcoming winter tourism season. Therefore, the timeline for implementation has been revised as shown below: 
Beginning December 31, 2006, a passport will be rd for all air and sea travel to or from Canada, Mexico, to or from the above-mentioned destinations. 
Currently, passports are recommended but not required for travel to and from Canada, Mexico, Panama, the Caribbean and Bermuda. Always check with your Vacations To Go cruise counselor at the time of booking to verify documentation that will be required. 
It's possible that international frequent travelers holding Sentri, Nexus or Fast Cards, or Border Crossing Cards, may not need passports for land border crossings, but no final decision has been made.

Health Note

TRAVEL NOTE as printed in a “Wellness Letter”

If you have had a medical procedure involving radioisotopes in the last 30 days, be forewarned;

You may set off the security radiation alarms at airports and other checkpoints ,according to a report in the Lancet .Millions of such procedures ,including thyroid and bone scans ,myocardial perfusion scans ,and iodine therapy ,are done every year. Several people are known to have been detained by security personnel as a result ; this may happen more often as more sensitive detectors are being used for heightened security. If you have had a test or treatment and plan to fly soon, ask for a card that includes the date and place where you have had this procedure ,what radioisotope was used ,how long it may still be active in the body, and a contact person who can verify the information if needed. 

This actually happened at the Houlton border crossing when four ladies, who had attended the Red Hat Hoot ,which we had also attended,  in Woodstock of May/05,were returning stateside. They were detained  at the border for over 3 hours because they had set the border alarms off. It was finally discovered that one of the ladies had undergone medical tests in the previous week in which radioisotopes had been used and it was still active in her body ,setting off the security alarms. One of these gals  made this announcement and a warning about this at our luncheon.
