Dear Minister,

I am writing to you on behalf of the Perfect Circle Motorhome Club, a chapter of the FMCA (Family Motor Coach Association). We have a membership of 160 families, most of whom are from New Brunswick. The FMCA has a membership of over 125,000 motorhomes in Canada and the USA. 

I would like to address the subject discussed in recent media reports regarding overnight parking in store parking lots, and provide some general thoughts on this issue from our perspective.

First, I would like to draw a clear distinction between overnight parking and camping. We do not condone the use of mall or large store parking lots as facilities for camping. We do, however, maintain that stopping for the night on our way to another destination is an acceptable practice as long as good practices are followed, and the parking lot owners are in agreement. I have attached a policy letter from the FMCA head office that clearly provides direction and etiquette for using such parking lots. 

You may recall that Jack Smith, our past president, and I met with you and representatives of the New Brunswick Campground Owners Association in the spring of 2004. At that meeting, the association shared a letter that Campgrounds Camping Canada (CCC) sent to the box stores. They stated their opposition to camping however regarding overnight parking they stated, “CCC and its members agree that in the interest of safety, this usage is acceptable”. Our two groups are not far apart in our thinking. 

We do not believe that legislation on this issue is appropriate, or that this would solve the perceived problem. The number of RV’s using these parking lots for overnight parking is very small in relation to those who are staying in campgrounds. Our association supports the campgrounds in New Brunswick and often host rallies at them, and our members routinely vacation in the campgrounds. We do however want the option to overnight as noted when moving from place to place.

If there is any possibility of the New Brunswick government bringing forth legislation on this issue, we ask to meet with you and your staff at a very early date, along with representatives of the Campground Owners Association and representatives of typical stores. At that time we would present much more detailed information and arguments supporting our position. We strongly suggest that common ground could be reached without having to legislate the issue.

I welcome your comments.

Dear Ms. MacAlpine:

 

I read, with great interest, the controversy of motor homes parking at Shopping Centers and Wal-Marts in our province, and I would like to voice my opinion on the subject.  I do hope it will become part of the decision-making recommendation.

 

I realize the government has invested a great deal of money in promoting tourism, especially with campers visiting this province, and spending their money in return.  I also realize the government spends money to regulate campgrounds, and they want travelers to use them.  I realize that you receive a lot of lobbying from the campground entrepreneurs.   If I were a campground owner, I would be pushing you for regulation also.

 

Who is the voice in your decision-making group ... who will be “speaking” for the tourists from “far away” who are reading your tourist advertising promotions?  These folks buy camping equipment and head out to see all the sights that New Brunswick has to offer, while visiting friends and family.   They take their well-earned vacation time, gather their children together, and take off, on the “cheap” camping.  If they had reams of money to spend, they would book into nice motels with swimming pools and all of the luxury living commodities.

 

However, campers want to experience nature, beauty, clean air and fellow campers – kids playing in the woods, wading in a pool…..all the things that bring families together, and keep them together.   But to do all of this on the “cheap”, you have to look for Stop and Go parking until you get to your destination, and then check into a campground, or park in Grandpa’s backyard.

 

Stop ‘N Go parking is only used by campers on the move to their vacation destination area, and will not bother New Brunswickers.  Fortunately, we New Brunswickers can be out of the province in a few hours when traveling to a destination beyond our border.

  

As you know, our campgrounds are only open from May 24th to Labour Day, so a big question…..where does the traveler/camper spend the night going through New Brunswick, enroute to Florida in our off-season?   Campgrounds do not want them and do not care about them because the owners themselves are off to Florida or points South.

 

Yes, the owners want to make a 12-month living in 10 weeks.  This is not fair!

 .

Another point to keep in mind……this no Stop’n Go parking at Wal-Marts will be very difficult to enforce.   What RCMP officer wants to knock on a motorhome door and tell a tourist to pack up and move on?   Think about it….where can they tell them to “move on” to.  (a very bad situation which leaves a bad opinion of  our province.)

We should be glad that Wal-Marts accept these campers for this period of time.   

 

Another item talked about is security of a campground.   Security of a registered campground is a joke!   Try and find a security person at 2 a.m. in a campground….even walking your dog at 6 a.m…..try to find a security person.  I have had more lawn chairs and camping equipment stolen in a campground than I have ever had stolen at a Wal-Mart – where security travels the parking lot all night.

 

If you plan to make the traveling  public only be able to “overnight” in a registered campground, make sure this includes the transport driver with the camper part of his rig which includes a bed, fridge, toilet and everything a motorhome has. Also, let’s not forget the floating houseboat that docks at the wharf in downtown Fredericton……no sleeping there either. Oh yes, let’s not forget the tired traveling salesman who hauls over with his car to sleep so he won’t have an accident on the highway…….and Tommy Hunter, with his tour bus who parked in the backyard of the Imperial  Theatre in Saint John, just to mention a few examples.

 

It all gets so ridiculous that I think I should sign off,  but first, you are probably wondering what my qualifications are concerning traveling and camping, to write such a strong letter.  Well, I would like to be invited to one of your fact-finding meetings and tell you about our many years of traveling and camping experiences, and guide you around some of the bad decisions that may be made.

Perfect Circle Experiences with Emergency Road Service

As we all know, FMCA membership brings many benefits, and we are attempting to ‘flesh out’ more details on some of these most likely to be of interest to our readers. 

One benefit which most, if not all of us, take advantage of is their relatively low cost  Emergency Road Service and Technical Referral Program.

Several of you have outlined to me your experiences in using this or similar services, and I have outlined these in table form on the pages following. Please excuse any goofs I may have made. You will note that everyone reports very good satisfaction with results, and this is comforting. I noted also that our breakdowns often seem to happen on a Friday night or a Sunday (
Also, I include below some excerpts from the FMCA Website concerning this service: 

“FMCA has teamed up with Coach-Net, the largest, most experienced RV road service company in North America, to offer association members a comprehensive, 24-hour-a-day nationwide roadside assistance program. This program is supported by master certified RVDA technicians and ASE certified technicians. ……..includes a network of more than 40,000 contracted service providers throughout the United States and Canada.
The program offers mobile mechanical service; unlimited towing to the nearest qualified service location; tire change; fuel, coolant, and oil delivery; lock-out service; battery jump-start; and service appointment assistance. Other services include reimbursement for emergency trip interruption (hotel, rental car, and meal expenses); toll-free claims service throughout Mexico; and vehicle theft and hit-and-run reward benefits.
The plan works anywhere within the United States and Canada. The labor charges for mechanical repairs and the cost of parts, fuel, oil, and coolant are the member's responsibility.
The plan covers all family cars at no extra charge. …..program offers roadside assistance throughout Canada, including the Yukon …, Alaska. ….in Mexico, you are reimbursed for up to $1,000 per incident.
As part of the technical referral service, you can …….obtain a service appointment at a qualified chassis service location or RV component service location. ….. service representative will make an appointment for you and provide you with the appointment time, the contact person's name, and directions to the repair facility. …….service representative also can make an appointment for you in a town you'll be traveling to in the future. Even ….. regular diesel maintenance can be scheduled in this manner.
Other features of the program include:

· No-fee travelers checks. 

· Emergency trip interruption benefits. You'll be reimbursed up to $2,000 for expenses such as meals, car rental, and lodging made necessary as a result of a collision that disables your RV more than 100 miles from home. 

· A $1,000 reward for information leading to the arrest and conviction of anyone who steals your vehicles or is responsible for a hit-and-run accident. 

The plan is available at an introductory rate of $79.50 per year, or $238.50 for three years. The plan may be renewed for $99.50 per year or $273.50 for three years. If you have a plan that still has time remaining on it, you can have your new FMCA plan begin on the day your current one expires. “

As with most insurances I guess, it’s a case of “We can’t afford to be without it” when we break down on the highway.
