Are your records up to date?

It’s important that your FMCA membership information be kept up to date, and FMCA can only accept changes to a member’s record - from the member.

Chapter secretaries cannot submit address, telephone, e-mail or any other membership information on behalf of the member.

Most importantly are times when your benefits may be affected by the names on your FMCA membership record. For example, if your membership is only in one person’s name and does not list your spouse or partner, the person who is not listed will not be eligible for the accidental death/dismemberment benefit if something were to happen. Another key benefit that could be denied your spouse or partner if they are not listed on your membership is MEDEX (FMCA’s emergency medical evacuation program). Only FMCA members, determined by the names in the FMCA membership records, are eligible for benefits.

Keeping Perfect Circle information up to date is also important. Please submit any changes to the Membership Secretary, Ann Barton, with a call to (506) 738-2702 or (506) 333-5875 or e-mail to pbartonnb@aol.com.

The executive meeting of Perfect Circle Chapter was held at the Timberland Motel in Sussex, NB on Saturday, May 13, 2006 at 3:00 o’clock.

PRESIDENT - Clint Colpitts called the meeting to order and welcomed everyone. 

SECRETARY -Darilyn Hill read the minutes of the last executive meeting on October 2/05 which were approved as read.

TREASURER - Marg DeWitt advised the Chapter account balance was $11,105.22 as of April 30, 2006. She also did up an estimate of income and expenses for 2006/07 in order for executive to make a decision on the amount of funds that could be advanced to the Rallymasters of the 20th Anniversary Rally in 2007.

1ST VICE PRESIDENT – Tim O’Connor commented on the various rallies being held this summer and advised we have no one to host the Christmas in October Rally as yet. 

 2ND VICE PRESIDENT- Don Hatheway stated everything was the same with the Website and he had no reports.

NATIONAL DIRECTOR - John Devlin advised of several changes that FMCA are working on such as eliminating the Alternate National Director position and setting the term limits to six years for National Director. He also stated he and Leah would not be attending the Governing Board Meeting in Charlotte, North Carolina in August, 2006. He said approximately 86 % of Chapters are represented and he would be checking out our own members as well as a few other areas to see if some one would be able to represent us.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:

Bulletin Editor - Louise Forbes stated she has some information to go in the May Newsletter which would be going out shortly after May 15. She also advised she will no longer be able to do the newsletter.

Sunshine Secretary - Shirley Nauss was unable to attend and Darilyn Hill gave the following report on her behalf:  Since the last executive meeting in October 2005, 6 get well cards and 6 sympathy cards were sent out to members.

Membership Secretary - Ann Barton reported we have 161 members. 

Merchandise Chairman - Glynn Salter reported that sales were down a bit since last year with sales totalling $258. Items sold were 3 shirts, 6 caps, 2 circles, 7 name tags and 2 lanyards.

Inventory Coordinator - Ron Hill advised the inventory was updated in May 2006, is on the website and can be downloaded, items indicated and emailed to him. He mentioned new items were 6 traffic cones, 2 new radios, 4 cases to hold various items and advised there had been a request for the Chapter to purchase two 4 slice toasters. He stated that the traffic cones were donated by one of our members, Cedric Munn, who will also be donating a coffee perk. A thank you will be sent out to Cedric for these items along with a thank you for $20 he donated at a get together in Fredericton.

Marie Salter made a motion to purchase two four slice toasters with the wide slots.. 2nd by Tim O’Connor. Motion carried.

OLD BUSINESS: 

Nominating Committee and Election Guidelines – John Devlin made a motion to have the Nominating Committee and Election Guidelines, drafted in September 2005, and approved by the executive, to be added to our Chapter Operation Manuals. 2nd by Don Hatheway. Motion carried.

Invoice for dues in May Newsletter – Ann Barton will email the Newsletter Editor an invoice indicating dues are due on May 31, 2006 which will hopefully result in dues being paid on time. This invoice is to be inserted in the May newsletter. 

Defibrillator for club and training – A discussion was held in regard to the actual need of one of these units, the cost and whether or not those trained would in fact be at a rally if a member required its use. It was decided to put this item on the back burner for now.

Newsletter cost and working advance – The newsletter editor should never be required to use their own funds to cover newsletter costs and Louise Forbes advised the average cost for each newsletter was $550. 

Glynn Salter made a motion to advance sufficient funds in the fall to cover the newsletters sent out in March and May, and sufficient funds in the spring to cover the newsletters sent out in July, October and December. 2nd by Ann Barton. Motion carried.

Chapter Recruitment – Clint Colpitts advised members of the 2 options available to chapters to recruit new members. It was decided to choose option 2, where an ad in a local newspaper would be paid by FMCA up to $125 once per year. It was decided to have an ad put in the Saint John newspaper around the time of the Spring Rally being held in Saint John in June 2006.

Financial help for 2007 Rally –  A discussion was held on our decreasing membership numbers, the projected income and expenses for 2006/07 along with our present bank balance and it was decided we would be in a position to advance some funds to the 20th Anniversary Rally. It was also decided that funds be advanced to the Rally Masters for them to use as they wish.

Tim O’ Connor made a motion to give the organizing Rallymasters of the 20th Anniversary Spring Rally in 2007,a gift in the amount of $5,000. 2nd by John Devlin. Motion carried.

New Business
Non-member newsletter advertising – A request was received from Gecko Design to advertise in our newsletter. Our Policy and Procedure on Advertising only indicates a family member and a Commercial member of Perfect Circle could advertise. It was decided this could be an option we would be interested in.

John Devlin made a motion to revise our adverting policy to allow non-members to advertise in our newsletter provided it related to motor homes and travel and was professional and ethical and would be in our paper newsletter only and not on our website. The price schedule is to be established by the President, Newsletter Editor and the Treasurer. 2n by Gerry Dewitt. Motion carried.

This motion allows us to advise Gecko Design they can advertise in our Chapter Newsletter, on paper only, in black and white with a fee of $250 per ½ page and $500 per full page. An email will be sent advising them of this decision by the Secretary.

Other Items:
Leah suggested we recognize members who are 80 years of age and older by sending them complimentary newsletters. 

Tim O’Connor made a motion that members who have attained their membership in good standing up to 80 years of age and no longer members of Perfect Circle, will receive a complimentary newsletter. 2nd by Don Hatheway. Motion carried.

Clint Colpitts mentioned we needed a new Sunshine Secretary, a Newsletter Editor along with someone to take over  the “First Timers” position. He also mentioned that Larry McLaughlin needed to purchase speaker wires for approximately $50. This was approved but no motion was made. Clint will advise Larry to go ahead and purchase the item.

Wagon Masters Message

Can you believe the spring we are having!! I am not sure what that means for the environment and global warming but it certainly is welcome for those of us who look forward to getting out and enjoying this beautiful region of Canada that we all call home. To that end we again have a full slate of rallies on tap this summer for all to enjoy. Check out the list in this news letter and the web page. 

There has been much talk regarding raising gas and diesel prices recently but to put it somewhat into prospective you can look at it this way. Most gas motor homes have a 75 us gallon tank which translate loosely to 280 litres. If gas goes up 1 cent that means it will cost you an extra $2.80 extra per full tank. That translates roughly to less than a coffee and donut. (don’t forget to factor in the gas to get there). At ten cents a litre that is $28.00. Although not insignificant it is a small part of the cost of using your motor home. Remember also that the optimum speed for maximum gas economy is 58 MPH or 95 KMH. 

Retus MacFadyen and Albert Rose have accepted the roll of rally masters for the 2007 spring rally and our 20th year celebration. Plans are being made for this rally to take place in Moncton. Stay tuned for details.

Just a reminder that the Gaspe rally has limited space so if you think you want to go please get your application in early.
