Probably everyone had heard that FMCA President Charlie Schrenkel was diagnosed with an incurable blood disease and had to resign. Senior Vice President Judy Czarsty has been serving as Acting National President. Charlie’s diagnosis turned out to be a false alarm, and it is interesting that both people are now running for President, to be elected in Madison, Wisconsin on August 10. May the best one win!

Our Executive Committee has decided to forgo any attempt to find a Temporary Delegate to represent our chapter at Madison. There are no controversial items on the agenda, and no 
proposals which would impact chapters, so this is not a crucial time to be represented.

Our Northeast Area Vice President Paul Dubois is reoffering, unopposed, for a second term at this national level, which is good news. Paul is a ‘mover and shaker’ who has been very active at both area and national levels of FMCA.

The latest financial reports from FMCA are encouraging – operating loss this year to date is about $16,000 vs. about $800,000 this time last year. Income to date is $400,000 over last year, while operating expenses are running $420,000 under budget. Also, a change in accounting methods allowed for recovery of $1,300,000 of excess taxes paid to IRS going back to 2004, and this has been received, improving total assets. All good news!

                                          OUR PERFECT CIRCLE PARKING CREW

As a Reminder:
Our parking crew probably has the most difficult job of any committee member. They go to the rally sites early to set up the parking spaces. They are out in the rain, the hot sun, the cold and at all hours of the day. They have to deal with us who, always, I would hope, makes their parking easy. However, there is the occasion when they take un-necessary criticism from our members.

In order for parking to go smoothly, we must respect the instructions from our parkers .If you choose to park beside another member, then you must arrive together .When parking at a campground, the campground itself designates where you will park, not the Perfect Circle Rally committee .Once the Parker parks you in the site he/she has chosen for your coach, you cannot move to another site or change the position of your coach unless there is a major problem with that particular site. At that time, the parker will try to assign another parking space for you. We do not park in a closed type of formation, we parallel park at our rallies.

Our driveways must always remain open and wide enough for Emergency Vehicles to pass through easily .Visitors should park in a designated car parking area, in order to leave those driveways open.

If there is a member who has a problem that requires special parking consideration, add that on your registration form so that the Rallymasters can relay that to the parker .The parker can then  TRY to accommodate you in an area most applicable to your problem.  

We have always had a policy to “hug our parkers” after they have parked us, I haven’t seen much of that lately, but it is a way of thanking them for a job well done. 

Respect! Respect! Respect!  they are the guys in charge of parking.

**Tick removal  (good information for this time of year.  Especially for your pets)**
Apply a glob of liquid soap to a cotton ball. Cover the tick with the soap-soaked cotton ball and swab it for a few seconds (15-20), the tick will come out on its own and be stuck to the cotton ball when you lift it away.
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
